This Week’s 
Definitions

Colonization:  Colonization involves one group taking control of the lands, resources, 
languages, cultures, and relationships of another group. 

Decolonization: may be defined as the active resistance against colonial powers, and a 
shifting of power towards political, economic, educational, cultural, psychic 
independence and power that originates from a colonized nation’s own indigenous 
culture. This process occurs politically and also applies to personal and societal psychic, 
cultural, political, agricultural, and educational deconstruction of colonial oppression.

Privilege: Privilege operates on personal, interpersonal, cultural, and institutional levels 
and gives advantages, favors, and benefits to members of dominant groups at the 
expense of members of target groups. 

White Supremacy: The ideology that white people and the ideas, thoughts, beliefs, and 
actions of white people are superior to People of Color and their ideas, thoughts, 
beliefs, and actions… Drawing from critical race theory, the term “white supremacy” 
refers to a political or socio-economic system where white people enjoy structural 
advantage and rights that other racial and ethnic groups do not, both at a collective 
and an individual level.

Prejudice: A judgment or opinion that is formed on insufficient grounds before facts 
are known or in disregard of facts that contradict it. Prejudices are learned and can be 
unlearned.

Stereotype: An exaggerated or distorted belief that attributes characteristics to 
members of a particular group, simplistically lumping them together and refusing to 
acknowledge differences among members of the group.
